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The Window 
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Hildreds in Ukraine 
 

As I type this, we're now on our way back to the Polish border after 
a very emotionally heavy trip to Ukraine in April.  We were part of a 
17-vehicle convoy organized through a charity called Driving 
Ukraine.  Each vehicle was independently funded by each pair of 
drivers and when Driving Ukraine raises enough funds they buy their 
own and take those too. 
 
The guy we handed our keys of the 
Mitsubishi L200 full of aid materials 
over to is codenamed 
"тай" (pronounced Taan if memory 
serves!).  He is an incredible 
individual who has been through a lot, 
as I'm sure you can imagine after 
three years of war.  He was a military 
man when the war started, he is 
currently 33 years old.  He took part 
in the Battle of Antonov Airport at the 
start of the invasion when the 
Russians needed the airport to get 
supply lines set up and troops in for a 
rapid occupation.  The Ukrainians 
including тай denied them that 
opportunity.  He was also injured for 
the first time here on the 25 
February; he showed me the picture 
of the overalls he fought in; they had 
half a dozen rips in the side that I 
could only assume was from some 
shrapnel from some form of explosives. 
 
I quote from one from the Google translations тай wrote out "but the 
wound was not significant".   He was also injured a year ago at a 
similar level.  He is originally from Bucha and his apartment was 
occupied.  He showed me pictures of his flat where the Russians 
have uprooted everything to see what they could find.  The only 
serious damage done was to the front door to break in.  He said they 
took back the apartment not too long afterwards, I'm sure those who 
follow what goes on our there closely is aware of the atrocities 
committed in Bucha, so I've no doubt they've been well motivated 
after liberation and discovery of what happened out there.

On тай’s more routine deployments on the front line he told me 
about more morbid details about how the Russians fair against 
them, mainly how the Russians aren't supported properly or given 
much thought when sent forward on what they would call 'meat 
assaults'.  I quote "every meter of land is difficult to get" and "there 
are hundreds of Russian corpses", referring to the sectors that his 
unit defends.  When I asked about what he would have done he said 
"also in the war I found the best people who became like family to 
me"  
 
тай also spoke to me about Stanislav (Stas).  He told me a bit about 
how he is part of the driving Ukraine team and how he lost his leg to 
shelling in Bakhmut when a shell landed 5 meters from him during 
Russian shelling at the front.  He can't fight in a documented way 
but he still returns to the front out of determination and courage 
with a prosthetic leg.  I quote тай - "He returned to service, now he 
also goes to Pokrovsk like a terminator with a prosthesis".  So while 
Stas isn't doing working with Driving Ukraine he goes back to 
fighting at the front. 

 
тай gifted us a black and red flag with the Ukrainian trident, as a 
token of gratitude for the truck, it's the same as the blue and yellow 
Ukrainian national flag, but this one signifies the fallen, same as we 
do with poppies.  It was signed by the other members of his unit.  
тай is currently returning to a real hot spot of the frontline Pokrovsk 
as I type this, as it was one of the stronger vehicles of the 17 that 
were delivered.  He asked for the smallest £ note we had signed by 
both of us, and in return he then gave me the same in the Ukrainian 
hryvnia signed by him.

We also went to the mayor's conference room for a talk about post 
and current war recovery plans in terms of human cost/mental 
health aspect of it all and plans for facilities that are going to be 
constructed in the future.  Another visit was a monastery where 
they produced nearly all of their own food requirements from within 
their own on-site farm.  
 
The memorial was a particularly heavy moment with the number of 
graves having expanded by at least a third, my Dad thought, since 
his last visit.  I saw a father and his daughter standing over a grave 
of what I assume was his son saying prayers, which is a sharp 
reminder to remember how lucky we are to live in times of peace a 
luxury not afforded to all.  
 
A note about Lviv 
itself.  It's a busy 
city with much traffic 
and many beautiful 
historical buildings.  
Still, there are also 
many Soviet bloc 
style apartment 
blocks on the outer 
parts of the city.  
Very tidy and well-
kept, it's a very 
pleasant city to be in 
with some wonderful 
architecture.  Cafes 
and restaurants are 
all modern and 
would not be out of 
place on a Reading 
or Oxford high-
street.   
 
But it's unfortunately 
hard not to notice 
the missing 
demographic of 
males between 25-
60 on the streets, missing for obvious reasons.  Many of those that 
are there are either on leave or have injuries that exclude them 
from service. 
 
Thank you to all of you Ipsden residents who have given support for 
this important trip.

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VE Day at Ipsden 
 
On VE Day, Thursday 8 May, some Ipsden residents gathered 
around the War Memorial on the Mere to mark the two-minute 
national silence for the 80th anniversary of the end of World War II 
in Europe.

Poems were used by Operatives 
to send coded messages.  Violet was captured, tortured and killed.  
The Poem depicts the importance of Love, which helps us to survive 
War and Loss, and in the end it is really the only significant thing 
that endures”.

It all started back in the summer when a scruffy-tailed hen pheasant 
came into the garden.  She pecked around under the bird feeders 
for any spilt seed from the array of birds it entices into the garden.  
Never really bothered by me just pottering around doing bits and 
pieces, she just watched. 
 
Over time she just got friendlier and more inquisitive, coming up on 
the patio looking in through the glass doors.  I started feeding her 
little bits on the slabs, and soon she would even come and eat 
straight from my hand. 

 
It wasn’t long before she was joined by her very handsome 
husband, the two of them just making themselves at home.  Then, 
the other day, I noticed her up on our wall which has planters on, 
scratching around in a planter, never mind my plants! 
 
I had a good idea what she was up to and soon enough I could see 
she had made her nest in my planter together with one freshly laid 
egg!

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Homer's Sea of Gold 
 
Thanks to Diana Jackson for sending us this photograph of Homer 
farmland which was taken by Marta Guilar Lopez. 
 
Buttercups are a large genus of flowering lants called “Ranunculus”.  
They have yellow, shiny petals and grow wild in many places. 
Buttercups are poisonous to eat for humans and cattle, but when 
dry the poison is not active.  There are up to 600 species in this one 
genus with a wide variety of flower types.  Amongst them are the 
Meadow Buttercup (Ranunculus Acris). 
 
People sometimes hold a fresh buttercup flower under the chin of a 
friend or family member.  If a yellow reflection from the flower's 
shiny petals can be seen under the chin, the person is said to "like 
butter".  This custom is still sometimes taught to young children and 
shows how buttercup petals reflect light. 
 

Ducker’s Sea of Blue 
 
Thanks to Siobhan Bennett for this photograph of Lacy Phacelia, 
known as “Fiddleneck” and “Scorpion Weed” amongst a host of 
other names, adjacent to the A4074. 
 
Guy Hildred tells us “There are also some vetches coming later in 
the season to hopefully keep the display going.  This is a non-food 
crop and is aimed at helping and generating pollinator species; once 
seeded it encourages small birds.  This should run for at least two 
years, and maybe three if successful. 
 
“It is the UK government getting their environmental schemes away 
from the EU rules following Brexit.  Personally, I think it has been a 
success, but of course they have run out of money and so the 
scheme has effectively been stopped to new entrants and has been 
thrown in to uncertainty.  The field belongs to the Ducker family at 
Little Stoke, where there are some other fields in the same 
scheme”. 
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Evening Song Walk 
 
On Saturday 3 May, the clouds lifted in time for a sunny Evening 
(bird) Song walk.  Twenty people from Ipsden, North Stoke, Goring 
and Wallingford gathered at Woodhouse Farm for a welcome drink 
and nibbles.  After a brief introductory talk we set off across the 
farm, stopping at strategic points to look and listen.  Robin Hart 
showed us recent developments on the farm particularly hedge and 
tree planting, including 19 elms, while Emma and Gary sought out 
birds and other flora and fauna.  
  
Yellowhammers showed and sang (“little bit of bread and no 
cheese”) very well and singing supporters included Corn Bunting, 
Blackbird, Chaffinch and migratory warblers such as Blackcap. We 
also examined Processionary Moth caterpillars, a Badger sett and 
watched two Brown Hares at sunset.  A total of £365 was raised 
which was donated in aid of Ipsden church and specifically the 
forthcoming redecoration works.

• From 05/08/25 to 13/08/25 - On the road through Newtown 
 
The work will be carried out by MKJ Group Ltd on behalf of 
Gigaclear Ltd for them to build a full fibre broadband network.  MKJ 
has confirmed that access to and from residential properties will be 
maintained but at times access may be slightly delayed. 
 
All residents affected will receive a letter with information about the 
road closure work and contact details closer to the date. Diversion 
signing will be in place for through traffic.
