Ipsden versus Hailey 
 
On Sunday 27 June Ipsden Cricket Club hosted their first home 
game of the season against a Hailey Invitation XI. 
 

Ipsden were asked to bat after Hailey won the toss, but not before a 
minuteôs silence was held for Tim Beardson of Hailey House who had 
passed away last autumn.  The Hailey side are a scratch XI put 
together once a year for this fixture, originally by Kevin Maxwell 
between 1989 and 1995.  Tim had resurrected the tradition back in 
2002 and his widow Clair was determined for it to continue.  
 
Ipsden had not won this contest 
since 2010 but were full of 
confidence on the back of three 
consecutive away wins.  This 
shone through in their batting, 
as opener Rob Cooke (57), in his 
debut season for the club, hit a 
second consecutive half-century.  
He put on 92 with his opening 
partner Charlie Cox (63), an 
Ipsden veteran and former 
village resident who recently 
played his 500th match for the 
club.

well and truly built upon by no.3 bat Matt Andrews, whose fluent 
84, which included five sixes, helped Ipsden rack up an imposing 
224 for 3. 
 
The match had been shortened to 30-overs a side at the toss due 
to the forecast of rain developing into thunder and, after a minimal 
break, the players were back out for the Hailey innings. 
 
Needing to score at nearly 7.5 runs 
an over, Hailey couldnôt afford a 
slow start, but they were quickly in 
trouble as four wickets from Mark 
Hughesdon and a run out, thanks to 
a spectacular direct hit from Rob 
Cooke, reduced the reply to 49 for 
5.  Hailey found themselves in a 
near impossible position, as they 
needed to continue to attack and 
further wickets fell as a result.  A 
spirited 42 not out from Robinson lifted 
their spirits but it was in vain.  Ipsden 
captain Dan Houseman took the last 
two wickets to seal a 98-run victory, Hailey 126 all out. 
 
In the head-to-head, Ipsden have now won 6 matches to Haileyôs 
7, with 3 draws and 4 postponements.
